Fishing in the
tailwaters downstream of the lock and
dams along the river is very productive for
muost spacieswhile the river flow 15 low and
water temperatures are decreasing. Sauger
and walleye will begin feeding af dusk in the
tailwaters, Jigs with minnows are always
good baits but Finch plastic grubswill also
be productive. Carp are abundant in the
vicinity of the Star City boat ramp. Chonnel
catfish are abundont throughout the river
and can be cowght on cut bait, chicken liver
and nighterowlers,

Thewinter boat rompat the Cheat Lake
Park will be opened for reliable baat
occess, Cheat Lake has on excellent chan-
nel catfish population and they can be
caught throughout the lake using cut balt,
chicken liver and nightcronl ers, However,
channel catfish are particularly numerous
upstream ofMont Chateaw. Using spoons,
jlgs ar casting spinners to catch white bass
feeding on minnows throughout the lake can
lead tovery fast fishing action. Smollmouth
boss are increasing throughout Cheat Lake
and largemaouth boss ore also abundant.
Cheat Lake Park, located near the dam, isa
good ored for bank anglers to cotch chonnel
cartfish, sunfish and boss.

Tygart Lake

The loke is 20 feet below the summer level
and folling slowly. As the lake falls, try
using crawfish imitating lures along the
shareline fo target largemauth ond small-
mauth bass, Laok for schools of white bass
breakingwater an the surfoce while feeding
on minnews, Chose the schoals and make
lang costs with spoans or flgswith Mnch
grubs for fost action. Walleye are scotterad
throughout the loke and their depths vary
during the day. Using minnows during the
day In depths up tod0 feet can be an effec-
thve method to catch walleye, Alsa, start
fishing for walleye ot dark when they move
into shallow water fo feed, The fall trout
stocking has started and there are still lor ge
brood trout present in the tolwater and
